Ms. Caldwell opened the meeting and directed the group to look at their updated Scope of Work document. The main change pointed out was the Project Area Focus, which will still need fine-tuning in the coming month. Ms. Caldwell then asked Chair Beck-Walker to provide an update on progress in the Mississippi River Counties regarding determining the project area focus. 
Ms. Beck-Walker has met with many of the local providers in her area regarding the project to begin making some connections with those folks. She also reported she has been able to add a question to the Ballard County Schools’ existing survey that asks about broadband access in the home. She has been able to speak to some of the Family Youth Services Resource Centers about the project as well to talk about the needs of the disadvantaged youth that they serve. Ms. Beck-Walker then reported that she has done some investigating of areas in those four counties with public internet access and found a very limited number of places for the public to access free internet. The ones she did find were either in libraries or in senior centers. The libraries that did offer access to the internet had a small number of machines available for patrons to use. Ms. Beck-Walker indicated that she may have a number of computers available in her ADD office that could be used or donated if the group were able to configure some hot zones for the public. She also reported that she would like to investigate options for creating at least one hot zone in each county for public access. 
Ms. Caldwell then provided an update on the upcoming IPA Workshop to be held Friday, September 21, 2012 from 10 a.m. to 3 p.m. at the Purchase Area Development District in Mayfield. She asked the group to begin compiling a list of invitees for that meeting so that she can work with Baker and OBOD on details.  
Decisions from this meeting:
· There exists a potential for collaboration with local providers and county governments in creating public access points in each county.
· Information about the needs of the counties school-aged children need to be investigated through working with the K-12 education system. 
· The communities in the Mississippi River counties need more places and opportunities to get online at no cost and without having to invest in their own devices.
