Ms. Caldwell welcomed all to the meeting and asked Mr. Davis to provide an update regarding stakeholder recruitment for the regional leadership body. Mr. Davis reported he has recruited the Mayor of Wickliffe for Ballard County, Ivan Potter for Hickman County, and Barry Turner for Fulton. He still has to contact Michael Ramage from Murray State University and to find the appropriate person from Hickman County. Ms. Caldwell offered to bring various providers to the table if the group deemed appropriate. Mr. Davis reported that the county judges are aware of the project but are not likely to serve on the leadership group. They are, however, willing to be involved with relevant projects and planning as needed. 
In GRADD, Ms. Chino reported she is gauging interest in an ADD-centered roundtable to discuss broadband issues and needs in the region. This will serve the function of promoting the ideals, goals, and marketing materials of the OBOD as well as initiate interest in ubiquitous broadband for the GRADD region. 

Mr. Vincent reported Pennyrile ADD is conducting a similar survey of interest and is assisting various communities connect to state and regional broadband resources. 
Ms. Caldwell reported contract negotiations for the next fiscal year are still underway, and she will be sending ADD-specific contract drafts to them as soon as the state contract is finalized. 

In next steps, Ms. Caldwell reported the group will be looking at developing next year’s contracts, finalizing the region’s stakeholder leadership group rosters, and drawing up an action plan. Ms. Caldwell will be in touch with them separately regarding the action plan after FY14 contracts are worked through. 

The group then set their next meeting for Friday, June 7 at 9 a.m. central time.
