	Chase Banking Contract

	What process will Treasury use to identify NSF (Non-Sufficient Funds) checks under Chase?  


	Today, each check is scanned in the deposit scanner at Treasury and a “tracer number” is assigned to the check. The checks are boxed up and the tracer “range” is listed on the box. Treasury stores the checks/boxes in their vault for safekeeping. When they get NSF (Non-Sufficient Funds) checks they have to create a “negative” CR document in eMARS. They need to know where the funds were originally deposited. The agency is supposed to enter the CR document number on each check. Once Treasury identifies the CR document they open it and get the accounting string from the first accounting line. That is where they debit the NSF check.

The first thing Treasury looks at is the scanned check image from Farmers Bank. If they cannot make out the CR document number from the scanned image they get the tracer number from the check and go pull the check from the vault. Then, they get the CR document number from the original check.

When using the Chase deposit scanner there will be no “tracer number” on the check. So, Treasury will not be able to retrieve the original checks for NSF processing. Treasury is contemplating what to do if they cannot view the CR document number from the scanned image (has not been decided, yet). What I mentioned at the meeting is sometimes Treasury can tell on an image (from a check endorsement) what department deposited a check but they can’t see the CR document number. So, they contemplated having a “default” template in eMARS where those NSF checks would post to. They took it one step further and are contemplating using a default template for all NSF checks to they wouldn’t have to look up any (original) CR documents. They are still contemplating how to best handle this with Chase.

	When will agencies be able to get the Account Number and Routing Number for Chase?


	Jennifer Kantner (Finance – OFM) is coordinating the banking transition to Chase and she has a spreadsheet with the “ACH contacts” for all state agencies. The new banking information was actually sent out to the agencies last Wednesday afternoon (before the user group meeting). I had several folks say that they had received it.
