	Year End Reminders

	Payments Against Encumbrances
	How will the UPPS payments for FY09 lapsed PON2 contracts (meaning those contracts under $1,000 dollars, which are not included in the encumbrance roll) be handled?  
	Payments to contract employees established on PON2 documents will continue to be paid through UPPS this fiscal year end.  The UPPS interface creates a zero PRC in eMARS to liquidate the encumbrance and correct the expenditure.  PRCs created against lapsed PON2 documents will reject.  The Office of Statewide Accounting Services (SAS) will make the corrections needed to reflect a memo reference and ensure the cited authority on the PRC agrees with that on the PON2.  Once corrected, SAS will ensure these PRCs reach a FINAL status.

	FY09 Purchase Requests
	What is the deadline for MAs?
	The Year End procurement deadlines do not apply to MAs.  However, the sooner agencies submit RQS for MAs contracts the sooner they will be addressed and the agency’s procurement needs be met.

	Kentucky Budgeting System (KBUD) – -No questions received on this topic.

	Business Objects XI Upgrade

	BOXI Upgrade
	Will Business Objects 6.5 reports stored on a network open and refresh within the BOXI application?
	If the report stored on the network drive was saved properly to allow access by all users then you will be able to open the report and run it in BOXI.  However, the user will received a warning message indicating, “if you save or publish the document, it will be updated to the current version, and you will not be able to open it in the earlier version of Business Objects.”

	Roll-Out
	Will the eMARS infoAdvantage (Thin Client) application change?
	Yes.  infoAdvantage will be completely different.  The look and feel of the application is changing and new functionality is also added in this release.  

	Accounting Templates for KHRIS

	UPPS
	Will the P screen (in UPPS) go away?
	Yes. KHRIS is the new application that will be replacing the UPPS system currently used for payroll.  

	Template Info
	When payroll accounting templates were initially set up in eMARS the activity and location code were not required.  Will agencies be required to enter this information on their eMARS accounting templates for the KHRIS system?
	No.  The minimum requirements for KHRIS are the department number and the word PAY in the first three spaces of the eMARS Accounting Template Description field.  

	Template Info
	Does case sensitivity need to be considered when entering PAY in the first three positions of the eMARS Accounting Template Description field?
	No.  KHRIS will be able to will pick up any combination of case for the word pay.

	Template Info
	Will employees need to be notified which accounting template to use for payroll?
	A default template will be identified in the KHRIS system for agencies that have only one accounting template.  For those agencies that have multiple payroll accounting templates, a dropdown list of available templates filtered by department will be made available within the KHRIS application.  

	KHRIS -Info
	Could more information on the KHRIS application be provided to give the agencies a better understanding of what is expected from them?
	Yes.  Personnel is working on pulling some information together and circulating it through CRC.
