Commonwealth Office of Technology (COT) Technical Requirements
A. Commonwealth Information Technology Policies and Standards
(1) The vendor and any subcontractors shall be required to adhere to applicable Commonwealth policies and standards related to technology use and security. 

B. Compliance with Kentucky Information Technology Standards (KITS)
(1) The Kentucky Information Technology Standards (KITS) reflect a set of principles for information, technology, applications, and organization. These standards provide guidelines, policies, directional statements and sets of standards for information technology.  It defines, for the Commonwealth, functional and information needs so that technology choices can be made based on business objectives and service delivery.  The vendor shall stay knowledgeable and shall abide by these standards for all related work resulting from this RFB.

D. Compliance with Industry Accepted Reporting Standards Based on Trust Service Principles and Criteria
(1) The vendor must employ comprehensive risk and threat management controls based on defined industry standards for service organizations such as AICPA TSP section 100, Trust Services Principles and Criteria.  The vendor must annually assert compliance and engage a third party to examine such assertions and controls to provide a Report, such as an AT101 SOC 2 type 2 Report on Controls at a Service Organization Relevant to Security, Availability, Processing Integrity, Confidentiality, and Privacy, which contains an opinion on whether the operating controls effectively support the assertions.  All such reports, including publicly available reports (i.e. AT 101 SOC 3) shall be made available to the Commonwealth for review.

E. System Vulnerability and Security Assessments
(1) The Commonwealth reserves the right to conduct external non-invasive vulnerability and security assessments of the software and infrastructure used to provide services prior to implementation and periodically thereafter.  Upon completion of these assessments, the Commonwealth will communicate any findings to the vendor for action.  Any cost relating to the alleviation of the findings will be the responsibility of the vendor.  Mitigations will be subject to re-evaluation after completion.  In cases where direct mitigation cannot be achieved, the vendor shall communicate this and work closely with the Commonwealth to identify acceptable compensating controls that will reduce risk to an acceptable and agreed upon level.  An accredited third party source may be selected by the vendor to address findings, provided they will acknowledge all cost and provide valid documentation of mitigation strategies in an agreed upon timeframe. 

F. Privacy, Confidentiality and Ownership of Information
(1) The Commonwealth Office of Technology (COT) is the designated owner of all data and shall approve all access to that data. The vendor shall not have ownership of Commonwealth data at any time. The vendor shall be in compliance with privacy policies established by governmental agencies or by state or federal law.  Privacy policy statements may be developed and amended from time to time by the Commonwealth and will be appropriately displayed on the Commonwealth portal (Ky.gov). The vendor should provide sufficient security to protect the Commonwealth and COT data in network transit, storage, and cache.  All data, including backups and archives, must be maintained at all times within the contiguous United States.  All sensitive data, as defined in Enterprise Standards, must be encrypted in-transit and at rest. 

G. Software Development
(1) Source code for software developed or modified by the vendor specifically for the Commonwealth shall become property of the Commonwealth.  This is not meant to include minor modifications to the vendor software to configure the software for Commonwealth use.  This is meant to include software written to add functionality to the vendor product specifically to meet the requirements of the Commonwealth where the Commonwealth bears the entire cost of creating that functionality.

H. License Agreements
(1) Software provided by the vendor to the Commonwealth should contain a provision for perpetual licensing with all upgrade options.  License agreements should also contain a provision for the Commonwealth to maintain a version of the software in escrow in the event the vendor is unable to continue business for financial or other business reasons.

I. Software Version Requirements
(1) All commercially supported and Commonwealth approved software components such as Operating system (OS), Database software, Application software, Web Server software, Middle Tier software, and other ancillary software must be kept current. In the event that a patch interferes with the solution, the vendor must present a plan for compliance to the Commonwealth outlining the constraints and an appropriate plan of action to bring the solution in to compliance to allow this patch to be applied in the shortest timeframe possible, not to exceed three months, unless otherwise negotiated with the Commonwealth. 

(2) The vendors shall keep software in compliance with industry standards to support third party dependencies such as Java, Adobe Flash, Internet Explorer, Mozilla Firefox, etc. at currently supported version, release, and patch levels.  In the event that a third party dependency interferes with the solution, the vendor must present a plan for compliance to the Commonwealth outlining the constraints and an appropriate plan of action to bring the solution into compliance to allow this third party dependency to be updated in the shortest timeframe possible, not to exceed three months, unless otherwise negotiated with the Commonwealth.

J. Section 508 Compliance
(1) All user interfaces to the solution(s) provided, shall be warranted by the vendor to be compliant with Section 508 of the Rehabilitation Act of 1973 (29 U.S.C. 794d) and the World Wide Web Consortium’s (W3C) Web Content Accessibility Guidelines (WCAG) 1.0, conformance level Double-A or greater by ‘go-live’ by code change and/or through the use of Third-Party software and/or hardware at no additional cost to the Commonwealth.

K. No Surreptitious Code Warranty
(1) The contractor represents and warrants that no copy of licensed Software provided to the Commonwealth contains or will contain any Self-Help Code or any Unauthorized Code as defined below.  This warranty is referred to in this contract as the "No Surreptitious Code Warranty”.

(2) As used in this contract, "Self-Help Code" means any back door, time bomb, drop dead device, or other software routine designed to disable a computer program automatically with the passage of time or under the positive control of a person other than the licensee of the software.  Self-Help Code does not include Software routines in a computer program, if any, designed to permit an owner of the computer program (or other person acting by authority of the owner) to obtain access to a licensee's computer system(s) (e.g. remote access) for purposes of maintenance or technical support. 

(3) As used in this contract, "Unauthorized Code" means any virus, Trojan horse, spyware, worm or other Software routines or components designed to permit unauthorized access to disable, erase, or otherwise harm software, equipment, or data; or to perform any other such actions.  The term Unauthorized Code does not include Self-Help Code.

(4) In addition, contractor will use up-to-date commercial virus detection software to detect and remove any viruses from any software prior to delivering it to the Commonwealth.

(5) The vendor shall defend the Commonwealth against any claim, and indemnify the Commonwealth against any loss or expense arising out of any breach of the No Surreptitious Code Warranty.

L. Applicable Security Control Framework Compliance
(1) The vendor must have an awareness and understanding of the NIST Special Publication 800-53 Security Control Framework and employ safeguards that meet or exceed the moderate level controls as defined within the standard.  These controls must provide sufficient safeguards to provide reasonable protections around the Commonwealth’s data to ensure that the confidentiality, integrity, and availability is maintained at an appropriate level.  These include but are not limited to:
1. Access Control
The vendor must employ policy and process that provide for stringent control to limit physical and logical access to systems that house Commonwealth data to a need to know basis and provide clear separation of duties.
1. Awareness and Training
The vendor must provide the appropriate role specific training for staff to ensure that there is awareness and understanding of roles and responsibilities as they relate to the protections around the Commonwealth’s data.
1. Audit and Accountability
There must be sufficient auditing capability to ensure that actions are tracked and there is individual accountability for all actions taken by vendor staff.
1. Configuration Management
The vendor must work within established baselines that provide minimal functionality needed to ensure service delivery without exposing unnecessary risk.  The vendor must also employ structured change control processes that provide a level of coordination with the client agreed upon in a Service Level Agreement (SLA).
1. Contingency Planning

The vendor must employ policy and procedures to ensure that an appropriate response to all identified security incidents are addressed in a timely manner and are reported to the appropriate parties in an agreed upon SLA timeframe.  The vendor must also ensure that all staff are sufficient trained to ensure that they can identify situations that are classified as security incidents. 
1. Maintenance

Method of Award
Best Value – Ranking Approach
The Commonwealth intends to award a contract to the vendor, whose offer, conforming to the solicitation, is the most advantageous on the basis of "best value" for all products, services, and requirements contained herein.

An evaluation committee, or a designated individual, will evaluate the information provided by the vendor in response to the established measurable criteria contained in the solicitation.

Each vendor is responsible for submitting all relevant, factual and correct information with their offer to enable the evaluator(s) to afford each vendor the maximum score based on the available data submitted by the Vendor. If complete and accurate information is not provided, the vendor’s reference may not be considered for evaluation and may receive a score of zero (0). 

References’ telephone number and email address shall be included on the reference form otherwise the reference shall receive a score of zero (0).  If the reference does not have an email address, please state such on the reference form.  

The Commonwealth, not the vendor, shall contact references; however, it is the vendor’s responsibility to ensure that a reference is aware of and anticipates being contacted by the Commonwealth.  If a reference is unable to be reached, or does not respond to the Commonwealth, that reference shall receive a score of zero (0).  If it is determined as the result of a reference check that a reference is not qualified in accordance with the requirements of this RFP, the reference shall receive a score of zero (0).  

All references shall be valid and within the United States.

The vendor cannot use the Commonwealth of Kentucky as a reference.  If the Commonwealth of Kentucky is used as a reference, that reference shall receive a score of zero (0). 
Best Value scoring is subject to Reciprocal preference for Kentucky resident bidders and Preferences for a Qualified Bidder or the Department of Corrections, Division of Prison Industries (KAR 200 5:410). 

KRS 45A.490 Definitions for KRS 45A.490 to 45A.494. 
As used in KRS 45A.490 to 45A.494: 
(1) "Contract" means any agreement of a public agency, including grants and orders, for the purchase or disposal of supplies, services, construction, or any other item; and 
(2) "Public agency" has the same meaning as in KRS 61.805.

KRS 45A.492 Legislative declarations. 
The General Assembly declares: 
(1) A public purpose of the Commonwealth is served by providing preference to Kentucky residents in contracts by public agencies; and 
(2) Providing preference to Kentucky residents equalizes the competition with other states that provide preference to their residents.

KRS 45A.494 Reciprocal preference to be given by public agencies to resident bidders -- List of states -- Administrative regulations. 
(1) Prior to a contract being awarded to the lowest responsible and responsive bidder on a contract by a public agency, a resident bidder of the Commonwealth shall be given a preference against a nonresident bidder registered in any state that gives or requires a preference to bidders from that state. The preference shall be equal to the preference given or required by the state of the nonresident bidder. 
(2) A resident bidder is an individual, partnership, association, corporation, or other business entity that, on the date the contract is first advertised or announced as available for bidding:

(5) This section shall apply to all contracts funded or controlled in whole or in part by a public agency. 
(6) The Finance and Administration Cabinet shall maintain a list of states that give to or require a preference for their own resident bidders, including details of the preference given to such bidders, to be used by public agencies in determining resident bidder preferences. The cabinet shall also promulgate administrative regulations in accordance with KRS Chapter 13A establishing the procedure by which the preferences required by this section shall be given. 
(7) The preference for resident bidders shall not be given if the preference conflicts with federal law. 
(8) Any public agency soliciting or advertising for bids for contracts shall make KRS 45A.490 to 45A.494 part of the solicitation or advertisement for bids.

The reciprocal preference as described in KRS 45A.490-494 above shall be applied in accordance with 200 KAR 5:400.

Determining the residency of a bidder for purposes of applying a reciprocal preference
Any individual, partnership, association, corporation, or other business entity claiming resident bidder status shall submit along with its response the attached Required Annual Affidavit for Bidders, Offerors, and Contractors Claiming Resident Bidder Status, unless a valid, Annual Affidavit is already on file with the Commonwealth. The BIDDING AGENCY reserves the right to request documentation supporting a bidder’s claim of resident bidder status.  Failure to provide such documentation upon request shall result in disqualification of the bidder or contract termination.  
	 
A nonresident bidder shall submit, along with its response, its certificate of authority to transact business in the Commonwealth as filed with the Commonwealth of Kentucky, Secretary of State.  The location of the principal office identified therein shall be deemed the state of residency for that bidder.  If the bidder is not required by law to obtain said certificate, the state of residency for that bidder shall be deemed to be that which is identified in its mailing address as provided in its bid. 
Preferences for a Qualified Bidder or the Department of Corrections, Division of Prison Industries (KAR 200 5:410). 
[bookmark: OLE_LINK3][bookmark: OLE_LINK4]Pursuant to 200 KAR 5:410, and KRS 45A.470, Kentucky Correctional Industries will receive a preference equal to twenty (20) percent of the maximum points awarded to a bidder in a solicitation.  In addition, the following “qualified bidders” will receive a preference equal to fifteen (15) percent of the maximum points awarded to a bidder in a solicitation:  Kentucky Industries for the Blind, any nonprofit corporation that furthers the purposes of KRS Chapter 163 and any qualified nonprofit agencies for individuals with severe disabilities as defined in KRS 45A.465(3).  Other than Kentucky Industries for the Blind, a bidder claiming “qualified bidder” status shall submit along with its response to the solicitation a notarized annual affidavit, which affirms that it meets the requirements to be considered a qualified bidder- annual affidavit form included. Tax Exempt Status
Do not include Federal Excise Tax, Kentucky Sales or Use Tax in prices quoted in response to this solicitation.

Section 15
Basis of Price Revisions
PRICE ADJUSTMENTS: Unless otherwise specified, the prices established by the contract resulting from this solicitation shall remain firm for the contract period subject to the following:

A:  Price Increases: A price increase shall not occur during the first twelve (12) months of the contract.  A vendor may request a price increase after twelve (12) months of the contract, which may be granted or denied by the Commonwealth.  Any such price increase shall be based on industry wide price changes.  The contract holder must request in writing a price increase at least thirty (30) days prior to the effective date, and shall provide firm proof that the price increase(s) is justified.  The Office of Procurement Services may request additional information or justification.  If the price increase is denied, the contract holder may withdraw from the contract without prejudice upon written notice and approval by the Office of Procurement Services.  Provided, however, that the vendor must continue service, at the contract prices, until a new contract can be established (usually within sixty (60) days). 

B:  Price Decreases: The contract price shall be reduced to reflect any industry wide price decreases.  The contract holder is required to furnish the Office of Procurement Services with notice of any price decreases as soon as such decreases are available.

C:  Extended Contract Periods: If the contract provides for an optional renewal period, a price adjustment may be granted at the time the contract is renewed, subject to price increase justification as required in Paragraph A “Price Increases” as stated above. 

Section 16
Vendor Terms and Conditions
Solicitation or quotation forms that include terms and conditions not in conformity with the terms and conditions of this solicitation or the Statutes of the Commonwealth of Kentucky may be deemed non-responsive. 

The Commonwealth of Kentucky shall not be bound by any part(s) of the bidder’s response to this solicitation that contains information, options, conditions, terms, or prices neither requested nor required in the solicitation.  In the event of any conflicts between the specifications, terms and conditions indicated by the Commonwealth and those indicated by the contractor, those of the Commonwealth take precedence.  The contract supersedes all bids or other prior agreements, oral or written, and all other communications between the parties relating to this subject.

Section 17
Post Contract Agreements
The resulting contract shall constitute the entire agreement between the State and awarded contractor.  Unless contractually provided, State agencies utilizing this contract will not be required to enter into nor sign further agreements, leases, company orders or other documents to complete or initiate the terms of a contract resulting from this solicitation or offer.  Any such documents so obtained will be non-binding on the State and agents of the State and will be cause for breach of contract. 

Section 18
Equipment 
Unless otherwise indicated in the bid, it is understood and agreed that any item offered or shipped on this bid shall be new and the latest or current year model and be in first class condition.  Any unit failing to meet the foregoing requirements shall be returned to the contractor, at their expense, and replaced with a new unit. 

The Commonwealth recognizes the rapid advancement of technology.  If the bidder can provide new equipment of advanced technology after the award of the contract, the Commonwealth and the bidder may choose by mutual agreement to install such equipment.  The price of the new technology equipment cannot exceed the cost of the award contract.

Section 19
Quantity Basis of Contract – Estimated Quantities
Any and all quantities mentioned in this solicitation are purely estimates, and are not to be implied nor inferred as being guarantees.  The State is obligated to buy only that quantity needed by its agencies during the term of the contract.   Requirements may exceed the quantities shown and the contractor will be required to furnish all requirements shown on Delivery Orders dated during the life of the contract.

Section 20 
Manuals and Distribution of Literature
Instruction and operating manuals shall be furnished for all equipment installed. Upon request, the vendor shall furnish State agencies and other public bodies with descriptive literature and service information for items awarded.

Section 21
Vendor’s Report 
The vendor(s) may be asked to furnish the buyer, Office of Procurement Services, a report showing volume which has been sold to the Commonwealth and its using agencies each six (6) months of the contract period.  The report will include political subdivisions and university purchases.  This report may be the vendor’s computer printout sheet or form.  This shall apply to all items, which are to become a part of this contract.  This report must reference usage by brief description, product number or other format designated by the Office of Procurement Services.  

Section 22
FOB Basis of Shipment – Vendor Responsible
Quotations of unit prices on this solicitation shall be F.O.B. Destination Freight Prepaid and Allowed.  The vendor shall be fully responsible for all shipments and freight charges involved to the ordering agency.
 
Section 23
Cancellation Clause – 30 Days Notice
The Commonwealth may cancel the contract established from this solicitation by giving written notice thirty (30) days prior to effective cancellation date.  In the event such action is taken, the contract shall be null and void upon receipt of a Modification from the Office of Procurement Services canceling the contract.

Section 24
Exception to Required Use of Contract
The establishment of this Master Agreement or Award Contract is not intended to preclude the use of similar products when requested by the agency.  The Commonwealth of Kentucky reserves the right to contract for large requirements by using a separate solicitation.

Section 25
Service Performance
All services performed under this contract, if applicable, shall be in accordance with the terms and provisions of the contract.  It will be the agency’s responsibility to ensure that such services rendered are performed and are acceptable.

The relationship between the State and the Contractor is that of client and independent contractor.  No agent, employee, or servant of the contractor or any of its subcontractors shall be or shall be deemed to be an employee, agent, or servant of the State for any reason.  The contractor will be solely and entirely responsible for its acts and the acts of its agents, employees, servants and subcontractors during the performance of this contract.

Major deviations of services performed will not be made without the written approval of the Office of Procurement Services.  Problems that arise under any aspect of performance should first be resolved between the vendor and the agency.  Either party should refer in writing any such problems and/or disagreements that cannot be resolved to the Office of Procurement Services for settlement.

Section 26
Addition or Deletion of Items or Services
The Office of Procurement Services reserves the right to add new and similar items, with the consent of the vendor, to any contract awarded from this solicitation.  The Office of Procurement Services to effect this change will issue a contract Modification.  Until such time as the vendor receives a Modification, the vendor shall not accept Delivery Orders from any agency referencing such items or services.

Section 27
Agreement between Parties
By submitting a bid, the bidder acknowledges and agrees to be bound by the terms and conditions of the solicitation. 

The bidder agrees that a resulting contract is the complete and exclusive statement of the agreement between the parties, which supersedes all prior agreements, oral or written, and all other communications between the parties relating to the subject matter of this solicitation.  It is further agreed between the parties, that any valid modification of contractual agreement must be formalized by issuance of a Contract Modification from the Office of Procurement Services.

Purchase or Sales Agreements, supplied by the bidder making an offer, in reply to the solicitation, will not be accepted.  The only terms and conditions acceptable to the Commonwealth of Kentucky are as outlined in the solicitation.  Bids not conforming will be considered as non-responsive.

Section 28
Governmental Restrictions
In the event any Governmental restrictions may be imposed which would necessitate alteration of the material, quality, workmanship, or performance of the items offered on this proposal prior to delivery, it shall be the responsibility of the successful bidder to notify the Office of Procurement Services in writing, indicating the specific regulation which requires such alterations.  The Commonwealth reserves the right to accept any such alterations, including any subsequent price adjustments, or to cancel the contract.

Section 29
Payments
The vendor shall be paid, upon the submission of proper invoices to the receiving agency at the prices stipulated for the supplies delivered and accepted, or services rendered.  Unless otherwise specified, payment will not be made for partial deliveries accepted.  Payments will be made within thirty (30) working days after receipt of goods or a vendor’s invoice in accordance with KRS 45.453 and KRS 45.454.

Section 30
Inspection
All supplies, equipment and services shall be subject to inspection or tests by the Commonwealth prior to acceptance.  In the event supplies, equipment or services are defective in material or workmanship or otherwise not in conformity with specified requirements, the Commonwealth shall have the right to reject the items or services or require acceptable correction at the Vendor’s expense. 

Section 31
Inquiries

Section 44
Discrimination (Effective April 8, 2015)

7.
